Cover missing- he can get us one. To hang the hood need 2 fans (exhaust & make-up fan). 4 point nozzles, will need auto gas shutoff. Tank we have holds 11 points, tank new costs a few hundred dollars. Double sided V-Bank hood- can have appliances on each side if needed. 1ft off any combustible wall for installation. Need HVAC guy for fans, stainless steel, CFM’s on fans. Sean offered to Floyd a year ago to install the suppression system for free. We’d still need to pay for inspection of suppression system and get the hood physically put up. Unknown cost of Fans, electrical, HVAC.

Drop ceilings can butt right up against the hood. Inspection needed every 6 months.
